
Toledo police are seeking 
information through the Crime 
Stopper program about two 
shootings at a south-end duplex 
that may be gang-related.

The residence at 312 Maumee 
Ave. was fi red upon about 4:40 
a.m. Sunday and between 1 and 
5:45 a.m. Monday. No one was 
hurt in either shooting.

The occupant, 40-year-old 
Tina Robinson, told police Sun-
day that she was sleeping in a 
bedroom when she heard three 
gunshots. She heard something 
hit her dresser or something 
on it break. Police found entry 
points in a window and the front 
wall near the ceiling. They recov-

ered two bullets.
The next day, Ms. Robinson 

told police that someone fi red 
six shots into the front door. She 
found three bullets inside the 
door jamb and on the fl oor just 
inside the door, police said.

Police said younger males 
were seen in the area and are 
suspected in the shootings.

Anyone with information is 
asked to call the Crime Stopper 
program. Callers may remain 
anonymous and may be eligible 
for a cash reward.

Clinton police want clues
in historic woolen mill fire

CLINTON, Mich. — Clinton 
police are seeking tips about a 
suspicious fi re last month that 
destroyed the historic Clinton 
Woolen Mill.

The blaze occurred at 1:15 
a.m. April 16 at the mill, 305 
West Michigan Ave. near River 
Street in Clinton, authorities 
said. The mill, which was built 
in 1866, was demolished after 

the fi re. Prior to the blaze, the 
site was vacant and had no gas 
or electricity service, authori-
ties said.

defense testifi ed Thursday that 
his review of the evidence put 
the gunman in the back seat 
behind the driver, where Brown 
was sitting.

the trial every day.

Yesterday, after learning the 
jury had reached a verdict, they 
gathered outside the court-
room and silently, while hold-
ing hands, said a prayer.

Ms. Cappelletty’s husband, 
Anthony, said he was pleased 
that testimony showed his 
wife’s involvement was simply 
as a driver, and not as a dealer 
of drugs.

He added that the families of 
both victims received justice.

“He’s a killer, and he’s been 
convicted of such now,” Mr. 
Cappelletty said. “Tammy and 
Juan did not have a jury or a 
judge. He played judge, jury, 
and executioner, and he’s going 
to pay for it now.”
