Jaron Reasonover of 3027 
Glencairn Ave. was charged with 
felonious assault, aggravated 
burglary, and robbery. He was 
being held in the Lucas County 
jail in lieu of a $150,000 bond. 

On Thursday about 3:50 p.m., 
Mr. Reasonover broke into a 
house in the 2000 block of Glen-
cairn and confronted the home-
owner, Jeffery Madigan, with a 
rifl e, police said.

Mr. Reasonover told Mr. Ma-

digan to put his hands up, which 
he did, and then threatened to 
shoot him. Police said Mr. Rea-
sonover shot at Mr. Madigan as 
Mr. Madigan  ran from the house. 
The bullet struck a front wall, 
inches from Mr. Madigan’s head, 
police said.

The gunman dropped the rifl e 
and fl ed. Mr. Reasonover then 
allegedly confronted a woman 
near 1841 Meadowlark Ave. and 
said he would shoot her if she 
didn’t give him her car keys.

Police traced footsteps 
through the snow and arrested 
Mr. Reasonover at 1823 Strath-
moor Ave. 

They searched the property 
and found three 12-gauge shot-
guns and a knife belonging to 
the suspect, a report said.
