
Mrs. Clinton.
“I assume the calculation has been 

there are enough Clinton delegates who 
will be angry if she’s not placed in nomi-
nation,” Mr. Ruvolo said.

Putting her name in nomination al-
lows seconding speeches to be made 
praising her accomplishments.

“Then they will be able to say at least 
I got to cast my vote for Hillary Clinton,” 
Mr. Ruvolo said. “I think this is a smart 
decision.”

 Chris Redfern, the  Ohio Democratic 
Party chairman, said he has not sensed 
any dissension between the Clinton 
and Obama camps — despite media re-
ports that some Clinton supporters are 
mad enough to stay home or even vote 
for the Republican candidate.

“I think those who have been elected 
as Clinton delegates will be proud to 
cast their ballots for her on the fi rst bal-
lot and then for him on the second bal-
lot,” Mr. Redfern said. He said Clinton 
delegates are expected to vote for Mrs. 
Clinton until she releases them.

But he said the divisions will be for-
gotten when Mr. Obama gives his ac-
ceptance speech on the last night of the 
convention.

Mrs.  Clinton’s hard-won victory over 
Mr. Obama in the Ohio Democratic Pri-
mary March 4 briefl y raised hopes  she 
could stage a comeback and win the 
party’s nomination.

Instead, three months later, Mrs. 
 Clinton conceded she had lost and en-
dorsed her rival.

Ready to back Obama
Of Ohio’s 141 pledged delegates, 74 

were awarded to Mrs. Clinton and 67 to 
Mr. Obama, leaving 21  super delegates 
who were offi cially unpledged.

Clinton delegates from northwest 
Ohio say they’re ready to back Mr. 
Obama.

Anita Lopez, Lucas County audi-
tor , who initially cast her lot with Mrs. 
 Clinton said, “I am fully supportive of 
Obama.

“I support wholeheartedly our 
Democratic candidate and I will do ev-
erything I can to help him get elected,” 
said Ms. Lopez, who said she will attend 
the convention at her own expense and 
use personal leave time.

Justin Zollars, 26, a master’s degree 

student in biology at  Bowling Green
State University who works  part time as 
a lab technician at Owens Community 
College, said he supported Mrs. Clin-
ton, but believes Mr. Obama’s charisma 
and message will win over Ohio voters.

“I still think she should be the vice 
presidential candidate,” Mr. Zollars 
said. 

Sally Powless, regional director of 
AFSCME Ohio Council 8, was elected as 

a Clinton delegate, but  has no reserva-
tions about supporting Mr. Obama.

“I hope that she makes her peace 
with the Obama campaign and does 
what’s best for the party,” Ms. Powless 
said. “I don’t think there’s going to be 
any problem for Ohio. I think Ohio del-
egates understand, whether they were 
for Hillary or Obama, that the primary 
season is done, the decision is made.”

Mr. Ruvolo, who was in charge of del-

egate selection for Mrs. Clinton during 
the primaries, sought appointment to 
the credentials committee back when it 
looked like there could be a convention 
battle for the nomination. One of the 
things the credentials committee will 
decide is whether Michigan and Florida 
should be allowed full voting privileges, 
despite having violated the party’s rules 
by holding early primaries.

He agreed that, with Mrs. Clinton’s 

endorsement of Mr. Obama, the dis-
pute over the Michigan and Florida 
delegates is moot.

As things now stand, Michigan’s 128 
pledged delegates are each entitled to 
cast the equivalent of a half-vote — with 
34.5 for Senator Clinton and 29.5  for 
Senator Obama.

“You certainly have some Clinton 
supporters that are still trying to raise 
some issues and they have a right to do 
that,” Mr. Ruvolo said.

‘What’s up with that family?’
The Hakels’ friendly rivalry began the 

night of the Democratic Party caucuses 
to select potential candidate delegates 
Jan. 3 when Mrs. Hakel learned that her 
husband was supporting Mr.  Obama.

“When you got there, you had to 
state which candidate you were there to 
support. I said I’m going to Clinton. He 
said I’m going to Obama. I said, ‘You’re 
kidding,’ ” said Mrs. Hakel, a retired di-
rector of the Society for Industrial and 
Organizational Psychology based in 
Bowling Green.

Mrs. Hakel was elected as an alter-
nate for Mrs. Clinton from the Ohio 5th 
Congressional District. She is expected 
to be promoted to delegate to replace 
Linda Howe, who submitted her resig-
nation because she moved from Napo-
leon to Lucas County to take a new job 
as director of the Lucas County Board of 
Elections.

Mr. Hakel said that, after the party 
caucus, “We had yard signs side by side 
in the run-up to the primary, and of 
course friends were saying, ‘What’s up 
with that family?’ ” Mr. Hakel said.

“We are united. We would support 
whoever got the nomination and that 
was clear even at the outset,” he said.

The total size of the Ohio delegation 
is 211 people — 162 delegates, 23 al-
ternates, 23 standing committee mem-
bers, and 3 pages.

The entire delegation is staying at the 
Curtis hotel, just under a mile from the 
Pepsi Center where most of the conven-
tion will be held.

The delegates will meet each day for
breakfast at 8 a.m. to receive their daily 
credentials and for remarks by party 
bigwigs.

One highlight of the convention 
for the Ohio delegates will be  Aug. 26 
when Gov. Ted Strickland is scheduled 
to speak.

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Rescue team pulls man

Suspect leads police 
to Texas woman’s body

DALLAS — A body found 
in a remote area has been 
identifi ed as the clerk whose 
abduction from a store in a 
small North Texas town was 
recorded by security cameras, 
authorities said  yesterday.

Mindy Daffern, 46, had 
been missing since Friday 
from the store her family 
owns in the city of Scotland, 
130 miles northwest of Dal-
las.  

A man suspected in the ab-
duction, Wallace Bowman, Jr., 
30, of Bowie, Texas, led inves-
tigators to the body  and Texas 
Rangers confi rmed it was Ms. 
Daffern, Archer County Sher-
iff Ed Daniels said Sunday.  

Car dealership reaches 
settlement with widow

LONGVIEW, Texas — A Tex-
as car dealership has settled a 
lawsuit fi led by the widow of a 
man who killed himself after 
dropping out of a contest in 
which participants tried to 
keep their hand on a vehicle 
the longest.

Details of the settlement 
between Patterson Nissan of 
Longview, in east Texas, and 
Chalala Gutierrez, the wife of 
contestant Richard Thomas 
Vega II, are confi dential, of-
fi cials said. 

Just before a scheduled rest 
break 48 hours into the 2005 
event, Mr. Vega dropped out, 
crossed a street, and broke 
into a Kmart store, where he 
took a gun from a case and 
shot himself.

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GRAND CANYON

Hundreds 
evacuated 
following 
heavy rains
Flooding threatens 
Havasupai tribe

PHOENIX — Days of heavy 
rains around the Grand Canyon 
caused an earthen dam to fail 
yesterday  and created fl ood-
ing that forced helicopters to 
pluck hundreds of residents 
and campers and deliver them 
to safety. 

No injuries were immediately 
reported.

The failure of the Redlands 
Dam caused some fl ooding in 
Supai, a village on a canyon fl oor
where about 400 members of the 
Havasupai tribe live, said Grand 
Canyon National Park spokes-
man Maureen Oltrogge. 

The  fl oods and potential for 
more required the evacuations, 
she said.

No structures were damaged 
after the dam failed about 45 
miles upstream from Supai, but 
some hiking trails and footbridg-
es were washed out, she said.  

As much as 8 inches of rain 
since Friday caused trouble even 
before the dam burst. A private 
boating party of 16 people was 
stranded on a ledge at the con-
fl uence of Havasu Creek and the 
Colorado River on Saturday  after 
fl oodwaters carried away their 
rafts , Ms. Oltrogge said.

The boaters were found un-
injured and were being rescued 
from the canyon, whose fl oor
is unreachable in many places 
except by helicopter.

Rescuers were trying to fi nd
visitors staying at the Supai 
Campground and escort them to 
safety, Ms. Oltrogge said.

 A fl ash-fl ood warning was in 
effect yesterday. The area got 3 to 
6 inches of rain Friday and Satur-
day and  about 2 more yesterday, 
 said Daryl Onton, a National 
Weather Service meteorologist 
in Flagstaff.

“That’s all it took — just a few 
days of very heavy thunder-
storms,” he said.

Supai is on Havasu and Cata-
ract creeks about 30 miles north-
west of Grand Canyon Village, 
a popular tourist area on the 
south rim. Havasu Creek feeds 
the Colorado River, which runs 
the length of the canyon.

The fl ooding occurred on a 
weekend during the busy sum-
mer tourist season, when thou-
sands of visitors a day fl ock to 
the canyon .

Cattle drive re-enactments herding
present-day tourists to Fort Worth

FORT WORTH, Texas — Twice 
a day, just a few miles from 
downtown, Texas longhorn 
cattle — icons of the Old West 
— mosey down a street, hooves
clicking on the brick pavement 
and heads bobbing under the 
weight of  horns that stretch 
nearly 7 feet from tip to tip.

Tourists visiting the nation’s 
17th-largest city line the side-
walks and snap pictures as a 
few cowboys on horses herd 
about 15 of the animals down 
the block onto a side street and 
back into their large pen.

This is the Fort Worth cattle 
drive, starting its 10th year this 
summer in the city’s historic 

Stockyards. 
With 284,000 visitors so far 

this year, the event is on pace 
to break the 2007 attendance 
record of 366,000 , offi cials said.

“We get to talk to people 
from all over the world ,” said 
Frank Molano, one of several 
Stockyards drovers — the 19th-
century term for cowboys who 
guided livestock on cross-coun-
try cattle drives.

“They can’t believe this is 
happening in America — that 
in a big city like Fort Worth, 
there’s a cowboy walking down 
the street [or] on the back of a 
horse.” 

The  re-enactment was fi rst 
done in 1999 for the city’s 150th 

anniversary, showing how Fort 
Worth was the last major stop 
for cattlemen on the Chisholm 
Trail in the mid-1800s as they 
took their herds to Kansas and 
Missouri.

That year’s minicattle drive 
was so popular that city offi -
cials kept it going, now holding 
it twice a day year-round ex-
cept Easter, Thanksgiving, and 
Christmas.

The cattle in the small herd 
are donated to the city. If they 
don’t adapt well to the streets 
and crowds or if they get too 
old, they are given to ranchers 
who must promise never to 
slaughter them “because the 
longhorns are ambassadors of 

the city,”  herd spokesman Em-
ily Martin said.

Walter, a white animal with a 
tan head, is the heaviest at 1,800 
pounds. Diablo, light brown
with a white Texas-shaped 
marking on his forehead, is the 
oldest at 14, and he and a few 
others have horns that curl. 

   The drovers also play a big 
role. And their outfi ts are exact 
replicas of what cowboys wore 
in the 1800s — from their spurs 
and suspenders to the creases 
in their cowboy hats.

“Where else can you go to 
sit on a horse and look cool all 
day?”  asked Brenda Taylor, who 
has been a drover nearly eight 
years. 

Texas wants 8 children in sect returned to foster care

SAN ANGELO, Texas — More 
than two months after being 
forced to return children from 
a polygamous  sect to their 
parents, Texas child welfare 
authorities want eight of the 
youngsters put back in foster 
care.

Individual hearings for the 
four mothers of the children, 
ranging in age from 5 to 17, are 
scheduled to begin  today.

Child Protective Services 

has asked Texas District Judge 
Barbara Walther to return the 
children to foster care because 
their mothers allegedly have re-
fused to limit their contact with 
men accused of being involved 
in underage marriages.

“We continue to have con-
cerns in particular for these 
eight children, which is why we 
have asked the judge to review 
the case,”  agency spokesman 
Marleigh Meisner said.

None of the children  lives at 

the Yearning For Zion Ranch 
in Eldorado, where authorities 
swept about 440 children into 
foster care in April. 

Offi cials had argued that  the 
Fundamentalist Church of Je-
sus Christ of Latter Day Saints  
was forcing girls into underage 
marriages and grooming boys 
to be adult abusers. Six weeks 
after the children were placed in 
foster care, the Texas Supreme 
Court forced CPS to return them 
to their parents, ruling that the 

agency had presented evidence 
of abuse of no more than a 
handful of teenage girls. 

In the new CPS petitions 
seeking foster placement for 
the eight children, the agency 
detailed alleged underage mar-
riages involving the children’s 
fathers or stepfathers, though 
only one faces  criminal charges.

Rod Parker, a church spokes-
man, said  preventing the fami-
lies from retaining custody of 
their children remains unfair. 
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
