 would have been assured a spot 
on a Mid-American Confer-
ence postseason team, with a 
reasonable shot at winning the 
league’s defensive player of the 
year honor. His 96 tackles were 
second-most on the team, which 
would have been great even if his 
season hadn’t ended in the fi rst 
half of the ninth game.

“I was having a great season 
and then I went down,” said 
Haneline, 6-foot-2, 240 pounds. 
“It ate me up. Coming back this 
year I feel great physically. I’m 
just ready to go back out there 
and try to top what I was achiev-
ing last year.”

Haneline’s an honorable guy, 
and according to roommate 
Corey Partridge “is 110 percent 
into Falcon football.” Following 
an ugly loss at Miami last year, 
Haneline was cool as he fi elded 
questions about his team’s dis-
mal performance. His attitude 
that day wasn’t much different 
than when he spoke after BG’s 
thrilling victory at Minnesota in 
the season opener. That display 
of maturity and humbleness 
may be traced to a horrifi c trag-
edy early in his life. Haneline’s 
father was killed in a motorcycle 
accident on John’s 13th birthday. 
Left behind were four sons, John 
being the youngest.

“I’ve been told by a lot of 
people that I was forced to grow 
up and mature a lot quicker,” 
said Haneline, who holds a pic-
ture of his father while praying 
before every game. “My mom 
was out of the house working, so 
I was home alone a lot and was 
forced to take on a different role. 
It seemed I had to cut my child-

hood short.”
It was because of another fam-

ily member that John strongly 
considered not attending BG. 
Chris Haneline was an All-MAC 
linebacker for the Falcons as a 
senior in 2002, and John didn’t 
like the idea of fans and coaches 
drawing comparisons between 
him and Chris. John had already 
dealt with such parallels during 
high school at St. Ignatius in 
Cleveland, and he didn’t neces-
sarily want to see that continue. 
But a chat with the Falcons 
coaching staff during John’s of-
fi cial visit changed that notion.

“When I came here, they sold 
me on, we’re not recruiting Chris 
Haneline, we’re recruiting John 
Haneline,” John said.

While sidelined with the 
injury, Haneline was always at 
practice to assist his understud-
ies. He even extended invitations 
for fi lm-watching sessions at his 
home. But Haneline’s comfort 
zone isn’t as a consultant, but 
rather as a player who takes fun 
in shouting and laughing on the 
practice fi eld.

“I felt like I was reborn getting 
back out there with the guys,” 
Haneline said.

BG, which opens its season 
Saturday at Pittsburgh, was 
picked by the media to win the 
Mid-American Conference East, 
which would place them in the 
league championship game 
come December.

At least three areas were criti-
cal to the Falcons resurfacing so 
seamlessly.

t Reliable quarterback play. 
To the surprise of everyone, 
including his 
coaches, Tyler 
Sheehan improved 
immensely from 
his freshman to 
sophomore years. 
In a league that has 
been dominated 
by teams with 
quality players at 
the controls, BG 
needed someone who could run 
its complex offense. Throughout 
fall camp, an improved Sheehan 
demonstrated that his best days 
are still to come.

t Recruiting from the junior 
college ranks. At the end of the 
‘06 season, coach Gregg Bran-
don lost two freshman kickers 
and found their replacements 
at the junior college level. This 
is often a risk, but it worked. 
Sinisa Vrvilo made 15 of 19 fi eld 
goal attempts last year, and Nick 
Iovinelli was solid, averaging 
38.4 yards per punt. Suddenly 
a liability became a strength of 
the team. Another junior college 
transfer, receiver Jermiah Kelley, 
will probably start Saturday.

t Let it bake. Two years ago, 15 
freshmen played for the Falcons 
— the third most in the nation. 
Naturally that group is now wiser 
and more seasoned. Eighteen 
starters return from last year’s 
team that shared the East title. In 
a sense, BG improved by simply 
being patient.

“I just think we never gave up,” 
said Brandon, who parlayed last 
year’s success into a three-year 
contract extension. “I think ’06 
was an aberration. We played all 
of those young guys, we played 
a brutal schedule, and we took 
our lumps. To the kids credit, we 
never really panicked.”

Brandon boasts a 38-24 re-
cord and has gone to three bowl 
games since replacing Urban 
Meyer six years ago. All that is 
really left for him to accomplish 
is to win a MAC championship, 
which BG has not done since 
1992. This might be his best op-
portunity to do so. The Falcons 
have a very favorable conference 
schedule, not having to play any 
of the perceived top teams from 
the West. Moreover, Miami, Kent 
State and Buffalo, all of which 
are expected to contend in the 
East, will play at Perry Stadium. 

The season may be considered 
a bit of a disappointment if the 
Falcons aren’t playing Dec. 5 at 
Ford Field in Detroit.

“We still haven’t accomplished 
our main goal, which is to win 
the MAC,” senior captain Anto-
nio Smith said. “[Almost] every-
body’s back and we’re all doing 
better, so I think it’s possible.”

There are concerns however. 
Notably, the offensive line must 
replace three starters on an 
otherwise loaded side of the 
ball. More troublesome, just one 
week ago reserve guard Brady 
Minturn switched positions to 
replace Aaron Kent at starting 
left tackle. No matter how you 
slice it, toying with such an im-
portant position isn’t good so 
close to the season’s start.

A bevy of experienced players 
return on defense, but there’s
not a reservoir of talent to lean 
on in the event of an injury. The 
Falcons did not consistently 
demonstrate an ability to win 
games with their defense last 
year, but there is talent return-
ing. A defense with Smith, John 
Haneline, Diyral Briggs, P.J. 
Mahone, Kenny Lewis, Jahmal 
Brown and Erique Dozier should 
be fi ne.

“We’re coming into this season 
as confi dent as ever,” Partridge 
said. “We have more depth, at 
least at the skill positions, that 
I’ve ever seen here. Even what 
people say are the questionable 
positions are coming along.”

LORENZI OUT: Brandon said 
during yesterday’s press confer-
ence that reserve cornerback 
Robert Lorenzi is out for the 
season after breaking his leg 
last week at practice. Lorenzi, a 
junior college transfer, was ex-
pected to be on the two-deep but 
instead will be replaced by fresh-
man Adrien Spencer. Brandon 
also said that running back Eric
Ransom is out for the season. 
Ransom reinjured his knee in 
the fi rst week of fall practice. … 
Senior receivers Anthony Turner
and Marques Parks are listed as 
starters. Neither was atop the 
depth chart entering camp.
