Springfi eld’s Rob Materni, 
Rossford’s Todd Drusback, 
and Bowling Green’s Steve 
Aungst also have  taken 
the  head coaching reins 
after years of serving as 
assistants. Others include 
Gibsonburg’s Steve Reser, 
Woodmore’s Britton Devier, 
Swanton’s Shawn Kinnee, 
and Edon’s Scott Staten 

With the exception of 
Staten, whose Bombers 
topped Antwerp 34-14 on 
opening night, all the rest 
head into the season’s sec-
ond week looking to collect 
that fi rst career win as a 
head coach.

“It’s been a goal and 
aspiration to run my own 
program,” said Blochowski, 
who takes over at St. Francis 
after the retirement of Dick 
Cromwell. 

Blochowski, who served 

under Cromwell for 17 
years, didn’t need long to 
recognize his responsibili-
ties as coach have changed.

“The coaching aspect is 
not too much different, but 
it’s the paper work that’s 
been different.”

Materni spent 10 years 
working as an assistant 
coach at Springfi eld before 
his dream job — the Blue 
Devils head coaching job 
— became a reality only a 
few months ago with Vince 
Marrow’s resignation after 
one season. 

“It’s been challenging and 
it’s been humbling, but I’m 
very excited about it,” said 
Materni, a Springfi eld High 
graduate. “I’m proud to be 
the head coach at my alma 
mater.” 

Materni, a carpentry 
teacher at Waite, handled 
the defensive coordinator 
duties the last seven years 
at Springfi eld. He worked 
under three  head coaches 
during that time. He be-
lieves his experiences as 

a longtime assistant have 
benefi ted him. 

“It seemed like a more 
distant dream, and I didn’t 
see it happening this soon,” 
Materni said.  “But I think 
I’m ready.” 

The Blue Devils lost their 
opener 21-12 at Oak Harbor 
last Friday.  The Blue Devils 
play host tonight to Bow-
sher.

Whether it’s the Blue Dev-
ils or the Rebels coming out 
on top, one new head coach 
will end up with something 
special to celebrate.

“I’m defi nitely looking for 
that fi rst win because we got 
off on the wrong foot [at Oak 
Harbor] and we want to cor-
rect that,” Materni said. “It 
would validate all the work 
the kids have put in.”

Lubinski spent the last 
three years serving as an 
assistant coach at Anthony 
Wayne before the opportu-
nity to take over the Rebels 
program came about.

“It was the right time for 
me to take over and try to 
lead these kids,” Lubinski 
said. “I accepted the chal-
lenge and it’s a good place 
to be.”

Lubinski has taught at 
Bowsher for 15 years, so he 
is  familiar with the program 
and students. 

However, he admits his 
experience as an assistant 
didn’t prepare him for all 
that comes with being a 
head coach. He has found 
 there’s plenty of paperwork 
that needs to be handled 

and more meetings to at-
tend than he imagined.

“I didn’t realize how much 
work was actually involved,” 
Lubinski said. “And on Fri-
day nights it’s your program 
and no matter what kind of 
program you have, they’re 
all screaming at you. As 
an assistant, you can be in 
charge of the defense or the 
offensive line, but as head 
coach you’re in charge of 
it all.”

Aungst, a BGSU graduate, 
spent the last seven years 
coaching as a Bobcats as-
sistant. He credits assistant 
coaches Steve Winkle, Ron 
Nickey, and Jeff Nichols 
— all with at least 20 years 
of coaching experience 
— with helping him tran-
sition smoothly into his 
dream job.

“It’s been great, so far,” 
said Aungst, whose team 
opened the season losing 
30-0 to Central Catholic. 
“I’m a BG grad and that part 
is very exciting for me. I re-
ally wouldn’t want another 
head coaching job.” 

Like Blochowski, Devier 
waited for his chance to 
become a head coach after 
spending several years as an 
assistant  in the high school 
  ranks.

Devier worked at Otsego 
under Dan Cocke and at 
Patrick Henry under Bill In-
selmann, a pair of coaches 
with more than 100 victories 
on their resumes.

“I’ve been with some 
pretty good programs,” 
Devier said. “The goal is to 
try to get Woodmore going 
with the same kind of at-
titudes. 

“I think the X factor is 
the attitudes and positives 
you bring with the coaching 
staff and kids. The kids at 
Patrick Henry — they grab 
on to the torch and expect 
the best. 

“When taking over a pro-
gram you don’t instill that in 
three months.”
